“You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good to accomplish 
what is now being done, the saving of many lives.

Reflect on the goodness, power and wisdom of God demonstrated in the above passage. One 
man was “victimized” but became a prince – a most unusual prince for the ancient world, one 
with a tender and forgiving heart.
