Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the holy places by

the blood of Jesus, by the new and living way that he opened for us

through the curtain, that is, through his flesh, and since we have a great

priest over the house of God, let us draw near with a true heart in full

assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience

and our bodies washed with pure water. Let us hold fast the confession of

our hope without wavering, for he who promised is faithful. Hebrews

10:19-23 (ESV)
How near to God the Father do you feel? “Full assurance of faith” means we KNOW that, having
confessed and repented of our sins and trusted in Christ, we have been forgiven — giving us a
clear conscience, and made new — removing all defilement from our minds and bodies. Satan is
the master accuser, and will try to make you lose this full assurance. If there is unconfessed sin in
your life, deal with it! But if there isn’t, and Satan succeeds in his effort to make you again feel
guilty and defiled by a past you have “placed under the blood’, you will tend to withdraw from
God, the body of Christ, and even your family. Choose to believe the gospel of Jesus Christ!

Father who loves you and always forgives and cleanses those who come to Him in repentance.
